Greetings Fellow Civic Club Members: This month I would like to share with 

you a refresher on Parking Regulations and Violations to  encourage us all to 

be more concerned and willing to practice teamwork in keeping our 

neighborhood functioning properly and safely. 

APK- 5 City Ordinance 26-93. Parked on street more than 24 hours. Parking 

in the same space on the public street is limited to 24 hours. The vehicle 

must move after 24 hours. This helps to reduce neighborhood blight and 

identify stolen vehicles. 

APK- 13 Blocking the Sidewalk. Sides must remain clear for pedestrian 

safety. A car cannot block the public sidewalk while parked in a driveway. 

APK- 20 Parked more than 18" from right hand curb -  

A legally parked car must park with the flow of traffic. The passenger wheels 

cannot be more than 18" from the curb. To submit a Parking Violation
